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Abstract

This talk reviews early-universe theories that explain
the observed large-scale homogeneity and isotropy of our
universe, as well as generate scale-invariant primordial
density perturbations to seed structure formation. I will
also discuss key observational signatures, in particular non-
Gaussianity.
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
